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TYPICAL SERVICE SCHEDULE FOR FIRE EXTINGUISHERS.

The Fire Extinguisher shall normally be serviced in accordance with British Standard BS5306 : Part 3 : with amendments.

All service visits will be scheduled in advance where possible and every effort will be made to co-operate with Building Management Operating requirements.

The following items are typical of those carried out :

All Extinguishers :

· Check every extinguisher to ensure that it has not been discharged.

· Check and inspect every extinguisher for damage, corrosion or other defect which could make the extinguisher hazardous.

· When appropriate, examine and verify that the pressure indicating device is reading the correct internal pressure.

· Replace any faulty, damaged, corroded or missing parts.

· Complete inspection label with the date and identifying mark of the inspector.

In Addition and Once per Year :-

Water and foam Extinguishers (Gas Cartridge) :
· Open the extinguisher and empty contents.

· Examine the extinguisher internally for corrosion or damage.

· Weight the has cartridge and check the mass against hat marked on the cartridge.

· Return the charge to the extinguisher and top up any loss as appropriate.

· Replace the safety clip and wire seal.

Powder (Gas Cartridge) :

· Open the extinguisher and examine the powder to check that there are no visual signs of caking, lumps or foreign bodies.

· Agitate the powder by inverting and shaking the extinguisher taking care to avoid spillage.

· Examine the extinguisher body internally as far as possible for corrosion or damage.

· Weigh the gas cartridge and check the mass against that marked upon the cartridge.

· Replace the safety clip and wire seal.

Periodic Test Discharges :

The recommended times for test discharges are as follows :

Every 5 Years :

Water (all types). Foam (all Types. Powder (gas cartridge). Powder (stored pressure other than primary sealed type).

Every 10 Years :
Carbon Dioxide. Powder (stored pressure primary sealed type). Halon.

Customer Care Service :
